Do your child’s teeth hurt?

If your child has a toothache, bleeding gums, cavities or a mouth injury, he or she may be eligible to receive treatment at no cost. 

Through funding from the Ministry of Health, the Thunder Bay District Health Unit offers a program known as Children in Need of Treatment (CINOT – “sigh-not”). This program offers FREE dental services to babies, kids and teens, age 17, who urgently need care and whose parents do not have any form of dental coverage.  
 
The program provides:

· fillings, extractions and sedation

· preventive dental care, including cleaning and fluoride

· dental health support and information

Every year an Oral Health Team from the Thunder Bay District Health Unit visits your child’s school. They will look in your child’s mouth and check his/her teeth. If an urgent problem is seen, a note will be sent home and you will receive a follow-up phone call to see whether financial assistance is needed for the necessary dental work.  

If your child did not have his/her teeth checked at school, you can call the Thunder Bay District Health Unit @625-5984 (City) or toll free 1-888-294-6630 ext. 5984 (District) to book a screening appointment.  At that time a referral to the CINOT program can be made.
