TOASTER CONTEST 

The toasters will be distributed to 4 winners of the Toaster Contest: The Student Nutrition Program is asking breakfast programs to develop promotional item, which could be a catchy jingle, breakfast program video or other promotional tool that conveys the key messages of the Student Nutrition Program: 

· the program is available to all children and youth;

· it serves healthy and nutritious foods;  and, 

· it involves the entire school community. 

PROMOTIONAL ITEMS 
The 4 winning promotional items will be distributed to all breakfast programs within Thunder Bay & District to promote the program in their schools (for example on school announcements or websites), and may be used in conjunction with wider media campaigns in the community.

Each breakfast program that fits the criteria outlined below is eligible to participate; an application form along with the promotional item must be received by the contest deadline of 
Friday, November 26, 2010.

CRITERIA FOR ELIBILITY:

1. The school must currently have a breakfast program that serves breakfast 5 days per week or be working towards establishing a 5-day breakfast program with demonstrated funds to be able to commit to a full-time program.

2. The school must be able to demonstrate that the equipment will enhance their program.
3. The School’s breakfast area must be able to equip the commercial toaster and have adequate power supply in place (220 V supply).

4. Support and/or consent of the School Principal is required.

2. Applications will be reviewed based on completeness and ability to meet requirements set out by criteria as well as the creativity and appropriateness of the promotional item.

3. The Food for Learning Committee, which is a partnership of the Canadian Red Cross – Thunder Bay & District Branch, Thunder Bay District Health Unit and Children’s Aid Society, will review all applications and judge promotional materials based on the above criteria to determine winners. Four winners will be announced via email on Friday, December 3, 2010.  

4. Only one application per school/organization will be considered.

5. Winning schools will be required to pick up toasters from the Canadian Red Cross - Thunder Bay & District Branch. Toasters will not be delivered.

6. Decision of the judges is final.
